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City of Waukee Unveils New Brand Identity

Wavukee, lowa — The City of Waukee announced this evening that after 42 years with the
same purple and gold key-themed logo, the City will roll out a new brand identity.

The previous logo was first put into service in 1973 as the winning design in a City-sponsored
contest. This time around, the City retained advertising agency Flynn Wright to conduct hard
research and utilize design-based thinking to create a new brand platform and position.

“Extensive research showed us that Waukee was top-of-mind among metro area respondents,
and that people viewed it as a thriving, clean, family-friendly community with great schools
and amenities,” said Waukee Mayor Bill Peard. “Based on that research and stakeholder
feedback, we set out to update our brand to reflect Waukee's many assets and to position it
uniquely in the marketplace.”

The new logo chosen to represent the City of Waukee is an abstract composition that
prominently displays a “W" against an energetic grid of gradually intersecting lines. This speaks
to the unique synergies that exist in Waukee and the many paths of life that one may enjoy in
the community.

The logo itself is brand new, but the 12-person committee — made up of elected City officials,
community partners and City staff — chose to maintain “The Key to Good Living” as the
community's motto. Through surveys and interviews, it was determined that it still strongly
resonated with residents and represented the excellent quality of life in Waukee.
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“Our new logo represents the excitement of our thriving, growing community while the motto
maintains the long-standing brand equity and community pride for Waukee,” said Peard. “We
are greatly excited about the direction Waukee is headed.”

Waukee has grown in recent decades. In 2000 the population sat just below 5,500. A special
census is being done later this month, and officials estimate the 2015 population could top
20,000.

Waukee is seeing great economic development growth, too. The new Grand Prairie Parkway
will open in early December and will create easier access from Waukee to Interstate 80.
Grand Prairie Parkway'’s opening will signify the true beginning of expansion of the 1,500 acre
multi-use development known as Kettlestone.

Implementation of the new logo on Waukee-branded signs, vehicles, apparel and other items
should be completed this month.
